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Thank you for your interest in ministry in the Diocese of Vermont!
Vermont is a small (48 congregations), progressive and beautiful diocese and state. Many people live and move here for the high quality of life, excellent opportunities for appreciating nature and the outdoors, community values that support diversity and the nurture of relationships and children, and an Episcopal Christian community that takes the ministry of all people seriously. As a part of that diversity you should know that the diocese is welcoming to lay and ordained leaders who are gay and lesbian.

Most of our diocese is rural and most of our positions are part-time. We have a passion for Total Common Ministry, meaning: the total congregation is a ministering community (not a community gathered around a minister); the work is the responsibility of the whole, common, Christian community; and the ministry includes striving to offer the prayer of Christ, learn the mind of Christ and do the deeds of Christ.

For a newly ordained person, our starting full-time salary is approximately $37,500 plus housing (CPF compensation package approx $51,700) and benefits.
