DISCIPLINARY BOARD MEMBERS

4 members (2 clergy and 2 lay) for one-year term, beginning 1/1/12
In accordance with the Title IV Canons on Ecclesiastical Discipline, the Diocese shall create a court to be known as the Disciplinary Board (Board). The Board must include laity and priests or deacons. The majority of the Board must be priests or deacons but only by a majority of one. Members of the Board are chosen to serve on the Conference Panel and Hearing Panel by the President of the Board. The Diocese of Vermont entered into an agreement with the Dioceses of Maine and New Hampshire “for the joint administrative and staffing of matters of clergy discipline under Title IV.” Each of the Dioceses will select as members of the Board each year two persons who are either Priests or Deacons and one lay member. In addition, on a rotating basis two of the dioceses will select a fourth person of the Board who shall be a lay person.
