Camp Conference Dates

High School Camp is offered to young people completing ninth through twelfth grades.

Camp Dates: June 27th to July 3rd, 2004

Jr. High/Middle School camp is offered to young people completing the seventh or eighth grade.

Camp Dates:  July 4th to 10th, 2004

Fifth & Sixth Grade Camp is offered to young people completing the fifth or sixth grade.

Camp Dates:  July 11th to 17th, 2004

Third & Fourth Grade Camp is offered to children completing the third or fourth grade.

Camp Dates: July 18th to 24th, 2004

Arts Camp is a special camp offered to young people completing the sixth through eighth grade.

Camp Dates: July 25th to 31st, 2004

Bike Trip begins at Rock Point on August 7th. Cyclists travel around Lake Champlain and return to Rock Point on August 14th.

Trip Dates: August 7th to 14th, 2004

All Ages Camp is a camp open to families and individuals. Individuals under eighteen must be accompanied by an adult. 

Camp Dates:  August 1st to 7th, 2004

Residential Conferences

Rock Point Summer Conferences are held at the Bishop Booth Conference Center in the Episcopal Diocese of Vermont.  The conference center camp is located on the shore of Lake Champlain in Burlington, Vermont. Each day, campers are involved in a full schedule of activities and have many opportunities to develop close and lasting friendships with other young people throughout the diocese and state of Vermont.

Camp weeks are developed around the common theme of “Celebrate God’s Creation.”  Each day, camp staff and a team of volunteers from around the diocese work with the young people to provide spiritual activities and discussions, recreation, creative interest groups, and a daily cycle of prayer.  Cookouts, special programs and banquet night are part of each week.  

Most of the facilities are available for camp use, including the dining room, indoor and outdoor chapels, common rooms of Kerr Hall, Eagle Bay, and Fred’s Beach. Campers live in four cabins, each under the direction of trained counselors and Camp Director Laura Hunter.


Bike Trip

In keeping with the residential theme, the bike trip will also focus on the theme of “Celebrate God’s Creation.”  The Rev. Brad Clark will lead the bike trip. Cyclists will leave Rock Point on August 7th, travel around Lake Champlain, and return on August 14th.  The trip is for long distance cyclists and will include swimming, sleeping in local churches, and the annual trip favorite “eating.”
All Ages Camp


The All Ages Camp gathers at Rock Point to enjoy Multigenerational Christian Community.  This camp is for everyone of all ages.  The daily routine includes meals, daily chapel services, programs, and free time.  The camp staff will be staying on for All Ages.  Music, cookout night, and Free Wednesday are all part of the fun at All Ages.
